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NTC to Focus  on Better Productivity  

for Australian Transport  

The National Transport Commission (NTC) will examine new ways to boost the productivity of Australiaôs transport 
networks as part of its new work program approved by the Council of Transport and Infrastructure Ministers in May. 

CEO of the NTC, Paul Retter, said the NTC had already started work on many of the projects outlined in the first year 
of the program following a thorough analysis by the NTC, governments and industry of the highest priority issues to be 
examined to help improve the performance of Australiaôs heavy vehicle, rail and intermodal transport systems. 

ñYou canôt have a more productive economy without more productive transport systems. This new work program will 
look at new ways to ensure transport operators can get goods to market more quickly and at a better price. Ultimately 
more efficient freight means lower prices for consumers and helps businesses create more jobs,ò Mr Retter said. 

ñFor example we will investigate the feasibility of allowing 6 and 7-axle truck trailer combinations at Performance 
Based Standards (PBS) mass limits without having to apply for PBS.ò Under the PBS scheme, 6 and 7-axle truck-
trailer combinations can operate with up to 20% higher payloads than their non-PBS equivalents. 

ñOver the past 18 months, PBS applications and vehicle approval numbers for this combination have doubled. The 
benefits of this combination have been proven through the PBS scheme and making them more accessible would 
allow for more operators to take advantage of these benefits, if it proves feasible.ò 

The NTCôs role in maintaining and reviewing current relevant laws and regulations such as the Heavy Vehicle National 
Law and Rail Safety National Law will continue. 

ñWe are conscious of the importance of regular reviews in consultation with our stakeholders to ensure regulations are 
meeting best practice, can be complied with by industry and are achieving desired outcomes,ò Mr Retter said. 

ñMore than ever before we are tapping into the óon the groundô experience of transport operators to make sure these 
projects identify the current concerns of industry and deliver sensible regulatory solutions that will give our transport 
networks a timely boost without diminishing safety outcomes.ò  

The new NTC work program also identifies some longer-term reform directions identified in consultation with 
governments and industry, including: 

exploring how Australia can best prepare for the introduction of autonomous road and rail vehicles 

collecting better data about freight and passenger movements to inform future planning, investment and access 
decisions by governments, and  

exploring how to collect better data about the impact of heavy vehicle driver fatigue and to better understand the costs 
of complying with regulation for the land transport industry. 

Dedicated Fr eight Rail Corridor  

Passes Critical Milestone  

A project which will secure dedicated freight rail access linking south-western Queensland and the Port of Brisbane 
has passed another critical milestone with the Port of Brisbane Pty Limited (PBPL) and the Australian Rail Track 
Corporation (ARTC) signing a Deed of Cooperation as part of the nation-building Inland Rail freight rail project. 

The Australian Government has tasked ARTC, under the guidance of the Inland Rail Implementation Group, to 
develop a plan for constructing Inland Rail (linking Melbourne to Brisbane) over a staged, 10-year period, including 
detailed consideration of the most appropriate dedicated rail freight link from the existing interstate line to the Port of 
Brisbane, thereby bypassing the existing urban QR passenger network. 
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The Deed of Cooperation sets out the framework under which ARTC and PBPL will work together to jointly progress 
development works related to this important freight corridor connecting the Port of Brisbane to the key agriculture and 
resource export regions to the west of Toowoomba. 

PBPL CEO, Russell Smith, said the development of the Dedicated Freight Rail Corridor, as a key part of the Inland 
Rail project, will reshape freight on Australiaôs east coast by enabling freight to be transported via rail more efficiently 
between Melbourne and the Port of Brisbane. 

ñThis Deed of Cooperation with ARTC is a significant milestone in progressing the Dedicated  Freight Rail Corridor, as 
part of the Inland Rail project, towards its development phase,ò Mr Smith said. 

ñThe Dedicated  Freight Rail Corridor will shape a better future for Queensland by providing a new, commercially 
viable and dedicated freight rail corridor linking the consumer, agricultural and mining sectors west and south west of 
Toowoomba directly to the Port of Brisbane. 

ñDedicated freight rail access to the Port of Brisbane will also support long-term sustainability, economic prosperity 
and liveability for South East Queensland by shifting heavy freight traffic off the road network and onto rail, thereby 
delivering significant positive road safety, road amenity and environmental emission outcomes for the region. 

ñWe look forward to working closely with ARTC and the Inland Rail Implementation Group, to share information and 
progress this critical phase of the project.ò 

ñSecuring dedicated freight rail access to the Port of Brisbane is a critical part of future-proofing Queensland and New 
South Walesô economic growth by expanding export capacity and reducing the logistics chain costs for our key east 
coast export industries,ò Mr Smith said. 

The Australian Government has committed $300 million to finalise planning, engineering design, environmental 
assessments and to start construction of the Inland Rail programme.

North Queensland Bulk Ports Corporation (NQBP) has announced the appointment of a new CEO for the Queensland 
bulk port authority. 

NQBP Chairman, Peter Milton, announced Steve Lewis as the new CEO. ñAfter an extensive recruitment process, we 
are excited to appoint Steve Lewis to the role. For the past 10 years, Mr Lewis has been CEO of the Port of Dampier 
and will bring a range of experience to our Queensland ports,ò Mr Milton said. 
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Mr Lewis takes over from Brad Fish who has held the position of CEO for the past 13 years. ñOn behalf of NQBP, I 
would like to thank Brad for his contribution and achievements for Queensland ports, the environment and the 
economy of Queensland,ò Mr Milton said. 

ñHis achievements have included international environmental management programs and under his leadership we 
have achieved record growth and trade through all of our ports. 

ñWe believe that Steve Lewis will lead NQBP to continue to develop our ports sustainably and further the economy of 
Queensland. In the time Steve headed the Port of Dampier revenue grew from $3.5 million to $68 million. Under his 
direction the Port of Dampier has achieved many records including throughput, profitability and customer growth,ò Mr 
Milton said. 

ñThe Board of Directors will be giving Steve our full support and we look forward working closely with Steve to ensure 
a bright future for trade through our ports,ò said Mr Milton

Some of the worldôs largest commercial ships now have all-tides access to Darwin Harbour after a successful 
dredging operation.  

ñThis $3.8 million dredging project means Darwin now has a harbour that can safely accommodate the volume and 
scale of shipping traffic needed to support the development of Northern Australia,ò said Chief  Minister, Adam Giles. 

ñImproved shipping access and port facilities are increasing efficiencies, reducing turn-around times and cutting costs 
for the growing number of larger vessels stopping in Darwin.ò 

The dredging at Charles Point Patches has involved the removal of 105,000m³ of sand and sediment from a section of 
the shipping channel that is 450m wide and approximately 2km long. 

ñUntil now, this section has hampered access for larger ships at low tide but the dredging means deeper hulled 
vessels will now be able to enter the Harbour 98% per cent of the time,ò Mr Giles said. 

ñThis is great news for shipping operators and the Territory economy, reducing freight costs and driving down the cost 
of living. The improved access will be particularly important for dry bulk, petroleum, liquid bulk and cruise ships, as 
well as LNG vessels. 

ñIt means there will no longer be the frequent need for larger vessels to be delayed on entry to or departure from the 
Harbour which will be crucial as major projects ramp up.ò 

The channel depth in this area has now been increased from 10.1 to 14.0 metres at the lowest tide.  

ñThe dredging has been underway since late March and has proceeded without any environmental incidents,ò said 
Parliamentary Secretary for Northern Australia Development, Gary Higgins. 

"The shipping channels also remained open to larger vessels throughout the dredging project, ensuring there was 
minimal disruption to Harbour users. 

"The Port of Darwin is going from strength to strength, achieving annual growth of 31% in cargo and 24% in trade 
vessels. Itôs also setting new records for container handling efficiencies and cattle exports. 

ñNew privately operated mobile cranes at East Arm are providing record productivity at the Port, more than 
quadrupling the handling capacity.  

"One of the cranes is now reaching rates of up to 32 containers per hour compared to the previous rate of 10 per hour 
using the portôs 30 year old permanent crane.ò 
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WestConnex M4 East U pdate  

Australiaôs largest transport infrastructure project, the 33km WestConnex motorway linking Sydneyôs west and south-
west with the city, airport and port, will ease congestion, create jobs and connect communities. 

The NSW and Australian governments have called on industry to provide innovative solutions on the M4 East tunnel 
construction, using modern techniques to achieve the best outcomes for local residents, motorists and taxpayers. 

Four expressions of interest have been received for this critical section of the $11-$11.5 billion WestConnex 
motorway: 

Å Thiess Samsung John Holland joint venture 
Å Lend Lease Bouygues joint venture 
Å Future Connect (Acciona Obayashi McConnell Dowell Ghella joint venture) 
Å Salini Impregilo joint venture 

A shortlist will be announced soon and in an update to the procurement strategy for the M4 East, each shortlisted 
tenderer will be asked to suggest innovations and improvements to the preliminary concept design. To date, detailed 
investigations have found WestConnex Delivery Authority will be able to direct the shortlisted construction companies 
to develop innovative designs which avoid impacting Ashfield Park. 

The successful tenderer for the M4 East will be announced by mid 2015. 

Community consultation has been and remains an important part of the planning process. The M4 East Environmental 
Impact Statement (EIS) will be placed on public exhibition for community feedback shortly after the preferred 
tendererôs design is chosen. 

EIS investigations are well under way with noise monitoring recently completed at more than 20 sites along the M4 
East corridor and air quality monitoring stations are being installed along the corridor. Further studies including 
ecology, biodiversity, heritage, geotechnical investigations, traffic and transport will also be carried out in the coming 
months.
